I P O S  H I S T O R Y 
A N D  A T T E N D A N C E
The International Pediatric Orthopaedic Symposium has been jointly 
sponsored by POSNA and AAOS since 2004.  The annual symposium is 
the most comprehensive and innovative educational program in pediatric 
orthopaedics, with multiple learning tracks allowing participants to customize
their learning experience.  The IPOS educational philosophy is to provide 
state-of-the art presentations by leaders in the field, case presentations by expert panels, 
small group discussions, and surgical skills workshops for orthopedic surgeons and trainees at the 
highest level of training for a career in pediatric orthopedic surgery.

In 2016, more than 500 orthopaedic surgeons, pediatric orthopaedic fellows, residents, allied health professionals 
and faculty participated in IPOS.  The attendees represented 40 countries.  Orthopaedic surgeons from more than 
61 countries have participated in IPOS since its inception.

Last year, the four-day program was held at the Walt Disney World Swan Resort in Lake Buena Vista, Florida.  
Michael G. Vitale, MD, MPH was the IPOS director and Donald S. Bae, MD was the course Co-Director.  Dr. Vitale is the 
Associate Chief of Pediatric Orthopaedics and Chief of Pediatric Spine and Scoliosis Surgery at Morgan Stanley Children’s 
Hospital of New York – Presbyterian and Dr. Bae is the Associate Professor of Orthopediatric Surgery at Harvard Medical 
School and Attending Surgeon at Boston Children’s Hospital.  John M. Flynn, MD, and Charles T. Price, MD, FAAP, serve 
as IPOS Emeritus Course Directors.  Dr. Flynn is the Richard M. Armstrong, Jr., Endowed Chair, and Chief of Orthopaedic 
Surgery at Children’s Hospital of Philadelphia and past President of POSNA.   Dr. Price is a Professor of Orthopaedic Surgery 
at University of Central Florida College of Medicine and Director, International Hip Dysplasia Institute.  An Advisory Board 
recommends and reviews the content and organization of the educational program.
